Steadfast protectress of Christians, constant advocat before the Creator, do not despise the cry of us sinners, 
but in thy goodness come speedily to help us who call upon you in faith, hasten to hear our petition and to 
intercede for us, O Theotokos; for you always protect those who honor you!
