Tone 7 Troparion (Resurrection)

By Your Cross You destroyed death. To the thief You opened Paradise. For the Myrrhbearers You changed
weeping into joy. And You commanded Your disciples, O Christ God, to proclaim that You are risen,
granting the world great mercy.

Tone 1 Troparion (Cross)

O Lord, save Your people, and bless Your inheritance. Grant victories to the Orthodox Christians over their
adversaries. And by virtue of Your Cross, preserve Your habitation.

Tone 4 Tropar (Translation of the Relics of St. Nicholas)

The day of the joyous celebration has come; the city of Bari rejoices and with it the whole universe leaps
from joy, singing the spiritual songs and psalms. For today, the holy feast, on the occasion of the transfer of
the honorable and exceedingly healing relics of St. Nicholas the Wonderworker, has shone forth with the
radiant rays, like the sun that does not set, driving away the darkness of temptations and calamities from
those who faithfully exclaim to thee: “Save us, as our protector, O great Nicholas!”

Tone 4 Troparion (Nikita)

You took up the Cross of Christ bravely, as though taking up arms, and hastening to battle against the
enemies, you suffered for Christ, after which you gave your sacred soul to the Lord; therefore, you were
worthy to receive from Him the gift of healing, O Great Martyr Nikétas. Pray to Christ God for the salvation
of our souls.

Tone 7 Kondak (Resurrection)

The dominion of death can no longer hold men captive, for Christ descended, shattering and destroying its
powers. Hell is bound, while the Prophets rejoice and cry: “The Savior has come to those in faith; enter, you
faithful, into the Resurrection!”

Tone 3 Kondak (Translation of the Relics of St. Nicholas)

Your relics, O Saint Nicholas, came out as a star from the east to the west. The sea was sanctified by your
journey, and the city of Bari, through you, has received the grace. For working for us, you have appeared as
an excellent, wonderful and merciful Wonderworker.

Tone 2 Kondak (Nikita)

You defeated the might of delusion by your firm resolve, and receiving a crown of victory through your
suffering, O Nikétas, namesake of victory,1 you rejoice with the Angels; and with them, pray unceasingly to
Christ God for us all.

Tone 4 Kondak (Cross)

As You were voluntarily raised upon the cross for our sake, grant mercy to those who are called by Your
Name, O Christ God; make all Orthodox Christians glad by Your power, granting them victories over their
adversaries, by bestowing on them the Invincible trophy, Your weapon of Peace.
